The meeting began at 1:30 PM.

1. SCOG Report: Kevin Murphy reported that Transportation Investment Generating Economic Recovery
competitive grants are currently being accepted. No SCOG member agencies are currently working on an
application. Mr. Murphy said that the Washington State Department of Transportation (WSDOT) has not yet
issued final obligation authority numbers, but he expects them to be issued soon. Mr. Murphy also informed
the Technical Advisory Committee that the metropolitan planning organizations around the state are
encouraging WSDOT to reassess how it divides federal funding between itself and the metropolitan planning
organizations. Gabe Philips reported that the Non-Motorized Advisory Committee has completed the update
to the Skagit County Walking Trail Guide.

2. Approval of the January 7", 2016 Technical Advisory Committee Meeting Minutes: Esco Bell moved to
approve the January 7" 2016 Technical Advisory Committee meeting minutes. Mark Freiberger seconded
the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

3. Quarterly Surface Transportation Program/Transportation Alternatives Program Obligation Report: Gabe
Philips reviewed the Surface Transportation Program and Transportation Alternatives Program obligations to
date for federal fiscal year 2016.

The obligation target for the region is approximately $1.8 million. Mr. Philips said that $946,362 is
programmed to be obligated by July 31%, 2016. The Technical Advisory Committee then reviewed the
individual projects that are programmed in the Regional Transportation Improvement Program and able to
obligate funding this year.
